REASON FOR VISIT: The patient is a 72-year-old male who presents with a complaint of rash over his lower extremities and also his chest and both arms. He stated that he did not know what happened to him; if he was bitten by some ant or if it just appeared on its own. He has had the rash for about two weeks. Complained of pain and open lesions, some of them that are infected.

ALLERGIES: The patient is allergic to PENICILLIN.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: ENT: The patient denies any nasal discharge. No ear pain. No loss of hearing. No sore throat. No painful swallowing. Eyes: No reports of any blurred vision. No eye pain.

CARDIAC: No reports of any chest pain or palpitations.

RESPIRATORY: No reports of any shortness of breath or cough.

GI: No reports of any abdominal pain. No nausea, vomiting, or diarrhea.

SKIN: The patient complained of multiple reddish rashes with infected open lesions over bilateral lower extremities and also both arms and chest.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: The patient complained of swelling over his ankle. He denies any joint stiffness. He is using a cane. He stated that he had a fracture of his right hip months ago.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and oriented with no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight is 128 pounds. O2 saturation is 99%. Blood pressure is 188/101; when rechecked, it was 190/100.

HEENT: PERLA. EOMI. Tympanic membranes are pearly gray. No erythema. Oral mucosa pink and moist.

NECK: Supple. No stiffness. No adenopathy.

HEART: S1 and S2 audible with regular rate and rhythm. No murmur noted.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally. No wheezes, no crackles, no orthopnea.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds x4 active. No tenderness. No palpable masses.

EXTREMITIES: The patient moves all extremities voluntarily with no joint stiffness.

SKIN: Warm and dry with the exception of erythematous lesions with some infected lesions over multiple areas including his lower extremities, both arms, and chest wall.

NEUROLOGIC: The patient is alert and oriented x3. No deficit noted. Reflexes equal in all extremities. No deficit noted.

The patient had wound care conducted by cleaning these open infected wound areas with Betadine solution and peroxide. Antibiotic ointment is applied over the wound surface.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. Contact dermatitis.

2. Severe hypertension.

3. Coronary artery disease.

4. Wound care.

PLAN: The patient was given clonidine 0.2 mg with fair effect. The patient was given one-week followup. The patient was given prescription; he has been noncompliant with his medications. Followup with cardiologist was instructed. Prescription given for lisinopril/HCTZ 20/25 mg one p.o. daily quantity #90, Bactrim DS one p.o. b.i.d. x10 days quantity #20, mupirocin ointment 2% apply topically b.i.d. quantity 15 g, and Hibiclens solution 1 ounce in 1 gallon of water for topical wash daily quantity 450 mL. Followup in one week.
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
