HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents to the clinic today complaining of a red round lesion on his left wrist. He stated that the school nurse stated it might be ringworm and he needs to go to be seen by the urgent care. The patient has had it for about three weeks and it has grown a little bit in size, but he has not been on any treatment for it.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3.

EENT: Within normal limits.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes. Focused exam on the left wrist noted on the anterior aspect there is an oblong-shaped lesion with raised red erythematic edges that are crusts. No drainage noted.

ASSESSMENT: Tinea.
PLAN: We will treat with antifungal cream at this time twice a day for the next four weeks. The patient is discharged and advised to follow up with dermatologist if symptoms continue.
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
