HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient was seen in the clinic two days ago and was diagnosed as strep pharyngitis, was prescribed an antibiotic and father presents with the child today stating that he has been taking the medication, but the patient is still is sick. Father with the patient does state that he did talk to the mother who was at the original visit and that she told him that it would be a couple of days for him to get better, but he was just concerned because the child is still having symptoms.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.
RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.
ASSESSMENT: Strep pharyngitis, cough and postnasal drip.

PLAN: Advised father to continue the antibiotics as prescribed that the infection will last 7-10 days and they need to monitor symptom with symptom management at home and the child to ever become short of breath or the fevers do not break with Tylenol or Motrin that he needs to report to the emergency room. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
