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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in August 2023.  The patient was in Fort Irwin, California.  The patient was in a training exercise.  The patient was practicing medical evacuation.  During the training exercise, his vehicle rolled over.  The patient was a passenger in the back of the vehicle.  The vehicle rolled over, it had hit the equipment.  It was metal equipment.  The patient hit the back of the head onto the equipment.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient had a severe headache, confusion and disorientation. The patient tells me that the symptoms lasted several days.  The patient continues to have significant severe headache, confusion, and disorientation for the next few days.
Since the event, the patient has significant headache.  His headaches almost daily basis.  The patient has become very sensitive to light.  The patient has concentration difficulty.  The patient has ringing and tinnitus in the ears bilaterally.  The patient also has no motivation.  The patient has moodiness.  The patient feels fatigue.  The patient has irregular sleep.
The patient currently out of the military.  However, when he was in the military, the patient was a combat medic.  The patient tells me that given the headaches, tinnitus, and difficulty with concentration, he was not able to perform his job.  The patient also significant fatigue during the job.  The patient was not able to do his job as a combat medic.  The patient is trying to take rizatriptan, topiramate, fluoxetine, propranolol, and naproxen.  However, these medications are not significantly helping him.
It is my opinion, the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  In August 2023, the patient was involved in a rollover accident.  The patient was sitting in the back of the truck, and his head hit the metal equipment in the back of the truck.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient was out of consciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe headache for several days.  Since the event, the patient has constant headaches, sensitivity to light, and difficulty to concentrate and focus.  The patient also has ringing in the ears.  The patient also has become fatigue.  He has an irregular sleep.  The patient has no motivation.  It is my opinion the loss of consciousness follow head injury, followed by headaches, sensitivity to light, tinnitus, fatigue, these are all signs and symptoms suggesting traumatic brain injury.
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
