HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ABDOMEN: Distended mildly. No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT:
1. Vitamin D deficiency.
2. Hypertriglyceridemia.

3. Diabetes mellitus.
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PLAN: The patient’s labs were reviewed. Labs revealed elevated triglycerides at 176, elevated glucose at 139, and vitamin D is low at 21.
The patient was given vitamin D replacement as follows: Vitamin D3 50,000 units one p.o. weekly for 90 days #12.
