This is a 70-year-old woman currently on hospice with Alzheimer's dementia. The patient has bowel and bladder incontinence, decreased appetite, protein-calorie malnutrition. The patient lives with her daughter Rosalyn and sister Hilda.

The patient has difficulty with ambulation, requires help. She also has had a history of stroke with left-sided weakness. The patient has pain related to diabetes and diabetic neuropathy. Appetite has been suppressed. At times, she eats very little. She has had recurrent urinary tract infections in the past as this is the hallmark of end of life in the patients with Alzheimer's dementia. The patient staying in bed 14 to 16 hours a day, very weak, not able to walk any longer, needs to be helped from bed to chair, but most of the time she is not interested, at times, she becomes very aggressive. Rosalyn tells me that she has sundowner syndrome, but the medications are helping, bowel and bladder incontinent, ADL dependent, KPS score of 40% and given the natural progression of her Alzheimer dementia, she most likely has less than six months to live and continues to deteriorate.
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
