Thank you for referring Ms. Dipika Mishra for an Infectious Disease evaluation.

The patient is 38-year-old female with no significant past medical history who presented to Jersey City Medical Center with a two- to three-week history of fever after a recent travel to Niagara Falls. She was seen by the Infectious Disease team at Jersey City Medical Center and treated empirically with intravenous antibiotics. All cultures were negative, fever resolved, the patient’s clinical condition improved. The patient’s serology was positive _______. West Nile virus IgM was negative. However, IgG was positive. Her serologies for Lyme, Babesia, Anaplasma and malaria were all negative. The patient has mild anemia which may be chronic. She has been advised to follow up with you in a short interval.
