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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that she was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient was in the USS Lincoln.  It was in between 2010 and 2011.  The patient does not remember the exact date she got hurt, but there was this one day she was running a drill.  During the drill, she ran into a hatch.  She hit the front of her head on to the hatch.  The patient tells me that she immediately lost consciousness.  She fell down on the ladder wall.  The patient was unconsciousness for about five minutes.  When he woke-up, the patient has got severe headache, confusion, and disorientation.  The patient tells me that she also has nausea.  The patient has significant head pain and disorientation for the next few days.  As a matter of fact, the patient tells me that during military when she was on the ship, she actually hit her head several times on to hatch.  As usually during the drill when she was in a hurry, she had several times she ran into a hatch and hit the door.  The patient has severe confusion and disorientation and severe headaches every time she hit the hatch.
Since these events, the patient has significant headaches.  The patient has dizziness.  The patient has memory problems.  The patient has difficulty concentrating and focus.  The patient tells me that she has migraine headaches.  The patient has blurred vision.  The patient has memory lapses.
The patient is working in the administrative role at Staples Stores.  The patient tells me that she had significant headaches.  These headaches are significantly affecting her concentration and focus at work.  The patient is not able to concentrating focus at work.  The patient has difficulty to perform well at work.  She also has significant memory deficits.  It is also affecting her performance at work. She also blurred vision.  Sometimes, she look at a computer she become blurred.  She also has dizziness at work.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient has hit her head, on to hatch, during the drill when she was on the USS Lincoln between 2010 and 2011.  When she hit the hatch on the front of the head, the patient had immediate loss of consciousness, and fell to the bottom of the ladder wall. The patient tells me that she was out of consciousness for at least five minutes.  When she woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient has similar symptoms for the next few days.  As a matter of affect, the patient had several episodes she hit her head during drills.  She tells me that she was in a hurry and running during drills, and she hit her head several times during when she was on ship at the USS Lincoln.

The patient since then has significant headaches.  She has chronic headaches.  The patient has dizziness and blurred vision.  Her memory is not as sharp as previously.  She has poor memory.  The patient has difficulty concentrate and focus at work.  The dizziness is also affecting her concentration and focus at work.  It is my opinion that the chronic headaches, dizziness, blurred vision, and memory deficits are related to the traumatic brain injury.
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
