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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that it was either 2020 or 2021.  The patient does not remember the exact date. The patient tells me that he was outside of the Fort Stewart in Georgia.  The patient tells me that he was outside the base.  The patient tells me that he was assaulted by four to five individuals.  These four to five individuals were trying to “mug” him.  The patient tells me that he was hit on the head multiple times.  He had immediate loss of consciousness and dropped to the floor.  He was out of consciousness for about one minute.  The patient tells me that he was repeatedly hit.  He got injured to the head.  When he woke up, the patient has severe head pain.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient feels dizzy.  The patient feel dazed out.  The patient had similar symptoms for the next few days.  The patient has severe headache for the next few days.
Since the event, the patient has significant chronic headaches.  His memory becomes very poor.  The patient has significant memory loss.  The patient has fatigue.  The patient is sensitive to light.  The patient has tinnitus in the ears.  The patient is unable to focus.  The patient is unable to concentrate.
The patient is currently not working.  However, he used to work in weapon location radar in the military.  The patient tells me that he was fire finder in the military.  The patient tells me that his significant headaches, memory loss, disorientation and confusion, are significantly affecting his job.  The patient is not able to focus on his job.  The patient has poor performance on his job.  The patient also becomes very light sensitive.  The patient has difficulty to look at the computers.  The patient also has ringing in the ears, which is also affecting his focus and concentration at work.
