This is a progress report on Carl Clyne.

Carl is a 78-year-old male who has marginal zone lymphoma. The patient has been on Rituxan single agent chemotherapy for that he was initially diagnosed in Ohio but he has moved here and so he is getting Rituxan.

SYMPTOMS: He feels weak most of the time and also has joint pains. The patient also recently has some issues with his diabetes and his heart for which he is seeing his specialist.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of marginal zone lymphoma stage IV. He has pancytopenia from that. The patient also has history of diabetes mellitus and coronary artery disease.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: He is a very pleasant 78-year-old male.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 193 pounds, his pulse is 62, and blood pressure 120/59.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck. No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

LAB: His recent CBC showed WBC 8.0, hemoglobin is low at 11.2, hematocrit 34.5, and platelets again are low at 145. His creatinine is 1.36, BUN is 53, hemoglobin A1c is 70.1.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Marginal zone lymphoma.

2. The patient on single agent maintenance Rituxan chemotherapy.

3. Diabetes and history of coronary artery disease.
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RECOMMENDATIONS: We will continue Rituxan since he continues to be anemic and thrombocytopenic.
