HISTORY: This is a 10-year-old child accompanied by mother here for followup. Mother indicated that child was seen in the emergency room recently, diagnosed with strep pharyngitis, cough, reactive airway disease and shortness of breath and she was advised that the child had a murmur on physical exam and will need an echo done here today, also she was advised that she is doing a followup to have a strep repeated. She said child is eating and drinking well, activities are about the same.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS:
1. Zithromax (the patient has completed Zithromax).
2. Albuterol.

3. Prednisone.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Mother reports no exposure to secondhand smoke.

FAMILY HISTORY: None.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She denies vomiting or diarrhea. Denies change in appetite or change in activities.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented, obese.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 99/62.
Pulse 72.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.8.
THROAT: Erythematous and edematous. No exudates. Uvula midline and mobile.
NECK: No palpable or tender nodes. Full range of motion. No rigidity.
RESPIRATORY: Poor inspiratory and expiratory effort.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with mild systolic murmur heard on the left sternal border second intercostal space region.
ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to obesity. No guarding. He has normal bowel sounds. No tenderness to palpation. No organomegaly.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: He bears weight well with no antalgic gait. He has full range of motion of upper and lower extremities.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Strep pharyngitis.
2. Cardiac murmur.

3. Reactive airway disease.

PLAN: Strep test was done in the clinic today. Strep test is positive. I will go ahead and add amoxicillin to his regimen as it appears that the Zithromax might have been resistant. He will start amoxicillin 250 mg/5 mL one teaspoon p.o. t.i.d. for 10 days #150 mL. Mother was advised to increase fluids. The patient has had an EKG done today in the clinic. EKG shows normal sinus rhythm. No acute process. No evidence of old injury or other abnormalities.
Ultrasound namely echo was done; the results not yet available. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
