His wife called and let me know that as that was an incidence with the gun, they have decided to press charges against him in the State of Michigan. The patient is becoming anxious about that. Today, his lability of mood is lot better. His irritability is good. He is not drinking. The patient was also explained that he should not take Adderall instead he should take Zyprexa, small dose of Ativan and of course Depakote.

PSYCHOSOCIAL HISTORY: He was born and brought up in an intact family. There is a history of depression in the family. The patient also had a history of alcohol use; at this time, he is not drinking.
