Dear Dr. Laynes:

This is a telemedicine followup visit for Mrs. Neyer with stage IIIB chronic kidney disease, hypertension, diabetic nephropathy, rheumatoid arthritis, and right foot Charcot arthropathy.  She did have surgery on her right foot in Ann Arbor first in July 2024 then the pins started to move and the surgery had to be redone September 3, 2024, pins were all moved and then replaced at a different angle and that is working better and she is just beginning to bear weight on that now.  She also does have a painful left elbow.  She was seen in the ER and they felt it might be infected and put her on antibiotics but it is still very tender and she will be following up with you for further evaluation to see what else needs to be done about the swollen left elbow.  Currently she denies chest pain or palpitations.  No nausea, vomiting, or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood, or melena.  No dyspnea, cough, or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood.  No edema.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  Since she was last seen she started Xarelto 5 mg daily after her surgery.  I would like to highlight also the Dyazide 37.5/25 mg once a day and other medications are unchanged from her previous visit.
Physical Examination:  Weight 194 pounds, and blood pressure is 129/70.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done 09/16/2024.  CBC was done at that point.  We have normal hemoglobin of 12.7, normal platelets, and white count mildly elevated at 10.8.  I have labs from 05/29/24, creatinine is 1.43 with estimated GFR of 40, electrolytes are normal with the exception of elevated CO2 32, albumin 4.1, phosphorus 4.2, and calcium is 9.9.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIB chronic kidney disease.  We will need an updated creatinine level and the patient will be getting labs within the next month.

2. Hypertension is well controlled.

3. Diabetic nephropathy.  The patient reports good control there.

4. Rheumatoid arthritis, currently without exacerbation.  The patient will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
