Thank you for this referral.

This patient comes for evaluation today for her recently noted low WBC count.
SYMPTOMS: The patient says she gets recurrent UTI. She has been on frequent antibiotic. In past, she also used Medrol Dosepak for infection.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: She says she has been healthy other than history of recurrent urinary tract infection.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: She complains of fatigue, cold feet, and stays tried for last the a few months.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 6 inches tall, weighing 124 pounds, and blood pressure 109/72.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.
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LABS: Her recent WBC was 2.9 on 09/13. Her lymphocyte was slightly elevated at 58.1, neutrophils were 29.2, and ANC would be around 1000. Her CBC on 09/04 showed WBC count of 4.3 however in September 2023 it was 3.2 with neutrophil count of 35 and in October 2022 it was 3.7

DIAGNOSIS: Neutropenia most likely benign cyclical neutropenia.
RECOMMENDATIONS: At this point, there is no need for any further workup. We can follow the patient closely. A CBC in three months would be advisable.
