This 36-year-old male. The patient comes for evaluation today. He had an ultrasound Doppler of right lower extremity, which did show persistent thrombosis in the right tibial vein. The patient is on Xarelto since June 2024. Recently, he had reevaluation of his knee and he was told that surgeon may have to go in to do some adhesiolysis. The patient is here to find out about Xarelto.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 1 inch tall, weighing 268 pounds, and blood pressure 132/90.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of deep vein thrombosis right leg.

2. Recent knee surgery.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is advised to stop Xarelto week before surgery and do not start on till at least five days after surgery. He may start on the same dose.
