NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Labs in the office, COVID, strep and flu. COVID and flu were negative. Strep was positive.

ASSESSMENT: Strep pharyngitis, cough, and postnasal drip.

PLAN: I will treat with amoxicillin and advised the mother on symptom management at home. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
