PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hypothyroidism, bladder cancer and hepatitis C.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right hand.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: No acute distress, alert and oriented x2.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple. No lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. No CVA tenderness noted. No distention.
SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Labs studies in the office, UA showed positive leukocytes for urinary tract infection.

ASSESSMENT: Urinary tract infection, hypothyroidism, hypertension, bladder dysfunction, and urinary urgency.

PLAN: I will refill medications and start on antibiotic for urinary tract infection. Advised to follow up with urologist as needed. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
