HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 68-year-old gentleman from Houston, truck driver, does not smoke and does not drink. Mr. Day was picked up from the street and taken to a holding cell and subsequently was placed in a group home. He has terrible teeth. He has difficulty with his balance. When he was seen, he had his head on the table in a wheelchair. He has had a history of foot surgery on the left side. He says he has diabetes and high blood pressure.

His blood pressure is stable at 130/78. O2 sats 92%. Afebrile.

_______ left side because he had a stroke and spent sometime in the hospital and rehab before he became homeless and was picked up by the Houston Police Department (HPD) and then subsequently placed in a group home.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Foot surgery.

MEDICATIONS: He was taking medications in the past, but he is not taking at this time. His blood sugar is pending.

ALLERGIES: None.

COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Weight loss, terrible teeth, left-sided weaknesses, history of stroke, recently picked up by the police and then later taken to a group home in Houston, Texas with manager Krystal.
The patient has ADL dependency, bowel and bladder incontinence, shortness of breath, weakness. He is weak just sitting there, he says he wishes he could stand up, but he cannot. He needs the help of two people to stand up and requires 100% help with transfers. He is wheelchair bound at this time. He spends most of the day in a wheelchair till somebody feels sorry for him, puts him back in his bed, but he usually wants to get back in his bed right away. He is quite thin.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: His blood pressure is 130/70. Pulse 90. Respirations 18.
HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.
NEUROLOGICAL: Left-sided weakness noted.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN: I have asked for his medical records to be released regarding his past issues. Currently, his blood pressure is controlled. He has lost tremendous amount of weight when he was living in the street, he tells me. He has no nausea or vomiting. He has left-sided weakness and further blood work is needed to assess his condition. He has hard time standing up. He states he can only stand up with the help of two people, not even one. He has had no nausea or vomiting. His blood pressure is stable at the current state. We will make a decision after his records are available for review.
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
