Thank you for this referral.

This 19-year-old male does not smoke or drink. He is a freshman in the college. He is here to rule out polycythemia.

SYMPTOMS: His symptoms are fatigue and weakness, cold hands and feet for last several years. The patient states recently he was told that he has elevated red cell mass and that is the reason of this referral. The patient recently moved to Texas from Minnesota where he was in a school.

The patient’s mother has anemia.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy; however, he is concerned about his height and worries about Marfan’s syndrome.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: A 19-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 6 feet 5 inches tall, weighing 167 pounds and blood pressure 120/87.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.
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Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Fatigue and weakness.

2. Rule out polycythemia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will start with checking CBC, CMP, and once available we could make further recommendations. At this point, we do not have any specific explanation for his symptoms.
