HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: A 59-year-old truck driver with history of hypertension, on hemodialysis, does not smoke, does not drink. He is divorced. He has three children. He dialyzes from his left arm. He suffers from coronary artery disease, renal insufficiency, leg surgery related to an MVA; has a rod in his right leg and has pain.
MEDICATIONS: He takes bicarbonate tablets, Norvasc 10 mg, Neurontin 100 mg, Zyrtec 10 mg, hydralazine 50 mg, baclofen 5 mg, and Lasix 80 mg.
ALLERGIES: None.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: None.
FAMILY HISTORY: Mother died of old age at age 92. Father died of something unknown at age 87.
The patient lives at home. He is able to drive to dialysis from time-to-time and he also has a bus that comes and gets him. Vital signs are not known. He was seen via telemedicine. He appears awake and alert, able to give good history. He has very little help with ADL. He would like to have provider services, but he does not have any qualifying symptoms to allow him to have provider services and definitely has no need for palliative or end-of-life care at this time.
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
