The patient meets the stage IV criteria of New York Heart Association regarding congestive heart failure with shortness of breath at rest, air hunger, pedal edema, and difficulty with ambulation.
The patient has a KPS score of 50% at this time. The patient’s caregiver is daughter E. Batiste. She requires help with ADL. She is forgetful at times, weak severe at times, pedal edema and continues to lose weight.
The patient’s weight loss is unavoidable, most likely related to cardiac cachexia. The patient has continued to become short-winded and continues to require help with all ADLs as I mentioned. She has a KPS score of 50% at this time. Overall prognosis remains poor, most likely has less than six months to live given the natural progression of her disease process.
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
