He takes Lasix for swelling of the arm when he lies on it, most likely because of protein-calorie malnutrition. He continues to be ADL dependent. He is bowel and bladder incontinent. He is bedbound totally. He lives with his wife of 34 years. He is now in the past two to three days has developed what looks like a stage IV decubitus ulcer about the sacrum and the wife is using the previous treatment. His only change in his medication is probiotics, D3 and his Proscar and cholesterol medication has remained the same. His vital signs are stable. O2 sats between 95 to 96%. Given the progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live. His KPS remains at 40%.
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
