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CHIEF COMPLAINT

Restless legs syndrome.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 62-year-old male, with chief complaint of restless legs syndrome.  The patient tells me that he has been taking gabapentin.  He has significant side effects.  It makes him sleepy and drowsy.  He has discontinued the medication.  The patient has been taking the Requip for the restless legs syndrome.  The patient tells me that the Requip has been working very well.  He would like to continue to take it.  There are no side effects.  The patient tells me that the Requip is significantly helping with the tingling and numbness in the legs.  The symptoms mostly resolve when he takes the medication.  His symptoms are mostly in the calves and the thighs.
IMPRESSION

Restless legs syndrome.  The Requip has significantly improved the symptoms.  The patient is no longer having significant symptoms as long as he takes the Requip.  There are no side effects from the Requip.  The patient discontinued the gabapentin because he has sleepiness side effects.  It was already discontinued.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnosis.
2. We will recommend the patient to continue to take the Requip at 1 mg three pills per night.
3. Discontinue the gabapentin.  Explained to the patient the common side effects from these medications.  We will recommend the patient to follow up with me in six months.
4. Explained to the patient common side effects from these medications.
