PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: This is a very active, alert, and oriented child and no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

LABS: Labs in the office, strep, COVID and flu, all three are negative.
ASSESSMENT: Fever of unknown origin.
