PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Had an Appy.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of ETOH or tobacco use.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake, alert, and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

EXTREMITIES: Focussed Left Arm Exam: Full range of motion. Full strength. DTRs +2 bilaterally at upper extremities. Mild crepitus. Mild bicipital groove tenderness to palpation. Negative open cans.
ASSESSMENT: Cervical nerve impingement without neurological deficits.

PLAN: Follow up with cardiologist for treatment. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
