HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient’s sister was positive for strep today in the clinic and now the child; this is a little brother, has fever. He has been playing appropriately and eating appropriately. He had 103 temperature. They did give him ibuprofen. No complaints of sore throat or difficulty swallowing or drooling.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is playful, alert, and no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no lymphadenopathy.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

LABS: Testing in the office for strep, it was negative.
ASSESSMENT: Fever of unknown origin and flu-like symptoms.

PLAN: We will monitor symptoms and give Tylenol and Motrin for symptom management. If the fever does not respond, then the child needs to go to the emergency room. If the fever is responding and the child is getting better in a few days that is good. If not, then needs to be reevaluated in the clinic if the symptoms do not continually get better over the next three to four days. The patient was discharged in stable condition.
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
