The patient was seen today, 10/02/2024, for face-to-face evaluation. The patient is currently on hospice with hypertensive heart disease, chronic kidney disease stage IIIA, congestive heart failure, diabetes, and diabetic neuropathy.

On or about 09/09/2024, the patient took a fall, had a fractured C2 vertebra which did not require surgical fixation.

She has been followed up by neurology. She continues to have pain severe. She has lost weight. She has been short of breath. She was in the emergency room at least twice. She was also started on duloxetine because of depression. Her other medical issues include partial blindness, osteoarthritis, chronic pain, difficulty with activity, and frequent falls.
This 78-year-old woman lives at home. Her son Victor is the person who gave me most of the information who is close by and checks on her on regular basis. She is O2 dependent. She uses her breathing treatments with albuterol at least six times a day now. She has orthopnea and PND consistent with her CHF. She also has a provider and still quite concerned about her grandson who is dying of some sort of cancer and is incarcerated currently. The patient has decreased appetite, evidence of muscle wasting, protein-calorie malnutrition, KPS score of 40%, adult diapers, bowel and bladder incontinence, as well as ADL dependency. Given the patient’s current medical conditions, the patient most likely has less than six months to live at the current progression of her natural disease.
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
