He has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence, also suffers from hypertension, radiculopathy lumbar region, spinal stenosis, depression, muscle wasting, and constipation. The patient has a history of tobacco abuse in the past. He uses his nebulizer at least six to eight times a day. The patient’s weight loss is considered imminent as well as unavoidable and also suffers from protein-calorie malnutrition. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
