CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of burping, hoarseness of voice, followup after emergency room visit, followup for hypertension, and osteopenia.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she was in the emergency room few days ago and her blood pressure was very high. Also the patient had extensive workup done regarding her joint pains and rheumatologist saw the patient in the emergency room and several blood tests were done as an outpatient and her sed rate as well as CRP was very high. Her rheumatoid factor and ANA was also high. The patient is advised to continue the appointment with rheumatologist.
The patient has burping on and off and it is being for the past several months. The patient does not have any heartburn.
The patient also has hoarseness of voice for the past few days and she was prescribed antibiotic and it is cefadroxil 500 mg one tablet twice a day. The patient does not have any fever or chills and there was no cough production.
The patient came today as a followup for hypertension and her blood pressure is stable today. The patient also had osteopenia diagnosed on bone scan and the patient is also going to be seen by a rheumatologist.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, double vision, swallowing difficulty, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, leg swelling or calf swelling, tremors, or skin rashes.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Significant for hypertension and she is on atenolol 25 mg one tablet twice a day and hydralazine 25 mg two tablets twice a day along with low-salt diet.

The patient also has a history of hypercholesterolemia and she is on atorvastatin 10 mg once a day along with low-fat diet.

SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient is married, lives with her husband and she never smoked cigarette or drank alcohol. No history of illicit drug use.
OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals no significant abnormality of the posterior pharynx.

NECK: Supple without any lymph node enlargement or stridor.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Slightly obese without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.

EXTREMITIES: No calf tenderness, edema, or tremors.

NEUROLOGIC: Examination is intact and the patient is able to ambulate without any assistance.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: There is no significant musculoskeletal abnormality.
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
