This is a televisit since this patient could not come due to knee pain.

CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient has severe pain in the left knee.

SUBJECTIVE: The patient had left knee replacement recently and after that she was started on oxycodone by orthopedic physician 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day and she is about to finish the medication and still she has the pain. The left knee pain level is 6 or 7 upon exertion and it is 4 to 5 upon resting and at times the patient has significant pain that may cross 8 on scale of 0 to 10. The patient has no nausea, vomiting, and no constipation.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, or skin rashes.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Left knee postop pain.

2. Recent history of left knee arthroplasty.

PLAN:
1. Refilled oxycodone 5 mg tablet one tablet twice a day as needed #20 pills.

2. Elevate the left leg on one or two pills three times a day.

3. Continue physical therapy at the hospital three times a week.

4. Return to clinic in 7 to 10 days.

I had a long discussion with the patient and all her questions are answered to her satisfaction and she verbalized full understanding.
