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The patient tells me that he was involved in two traumatic brain injuries when he was in Iraq.  In 2007, the patient does not remember the exact date, the patient was in Iraq.  He was sitting in a Humvee, as a passenger in the front.  The patient tells me suddenly there was an IED explosion next to his Humvee.  The IED explosion caused rocking and shaking of the truck.  It resulted his head hitting onto the doorframe.  The patient tells me that it was a metal part of the door.  He hit his head very hard.  The patient tells me that he did not lose consciousness, however, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was seeing flashing lights.  The patient has ringing in the ears.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient has severe head pain.  The patient tells me that his symptoms lasted the rest of the day.  The patient has severe headache.
There was another episode in 2007 in Iraq.  The patient does not remember the exact date.  The patient was sitting in office.  Suddenly, a bomb in a vehicle went off.  It was a bomb exploded in the vehicle next to the office.  The patient tells me that the explosion was so significant it knocked down the front gate.  The patient tells me that the shockwave caused him to knock down to the floor.  He fell to the floor and hit the head.  The patient did not lose any consciousness ______.  When he got up, the patient had severe headache and confusion for the rest of the day.
Since these events, the patient has significant memory deficits.  He tells me that his memory has become very poor.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has sensitivity to light and sound.  The patient also has significant difficulties to sleep at night.  He has insomnia symptoms.  The patient has difficulty to recall task duties.  The patient becomes extremely irritable.  ______ concentration and focus.  The patient has poor memory.  The patient has difficulty to remember his task duties.  The patient will be given instruction and he will forget.  The patient also has dizziness in the machine shop, which may be dangerous at times.
It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient was involved in two explosions.  The first explosion was when he was in a Humvee in the front as a passenger.  There was an IED explosion, which caused the truck to be rocking and shaking severely.  The patient hit the head against the door and the doorframe.  The patient had hit the head.  The patient had confusion and disorientation after hitting the head onto the door and the doorframe.  The second episode was also in 2007. There was a vehicle explosion.  There was a bomb in a vehicle and it exploded.  The patient was in an office at that time.  The shockwave caused him to knock down.  The patient fell to the ground and hit the head.  The patient denies any loss of consciousness.  However, the patient had confusion and disorientation.  The patient had severe headache and disorientation for the rest of the day.
On the MoCA examination, the patient has very poor memory.  He missed all five on the delay recall.  It is my opinion that his symptoms of headaches, confusion and disorientation followed by head injury are classic signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury. The patient currently has significant memory deficits.  His memory is poor on the MoCA examination. He also has consistent headaches almost on every day basis.  The patient has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity, poor memory, difficulty recall, these all are classic signs and symptoms for traumatic brain injury.
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
