This is a 79-year-old gentleman on hospice with history of prostate cancer. He has had significant weight loss, lung mass, hypertension, and BPH. His diagnosis goes back to November 2022. The patient was diagnosed with adenocarcinoma of prostate. PSA was 14 to begin with. Fast forward to 05/29/2024, there was a right upper lobe mass, hypermetabolic lung mass measuring 5.8 x 5.5 cm, also a second right lobe mass representing malignancy associated with lymphadenopathy in the mediastinum. Biopsy showed poorly differentiated carcinoma. On or about 06/19/2024, the patient had a right supraclavicular lymph node biopsy, which was positive for metastatic small cell carcinoma. Given his small cell carcinoma along with his prostate cancer and the amount of tumor burden, it was decided that no further radiation or chemotherapy was in order especially given the patient’s age, his comorbidities, his weight loss. He decided against any further treatment and has chosen hospice care. The patient requires pain medication around the clock. His weight loss is unavoidable. He has a KPS score of 40%. Given the natural progression of his disease, he has few weeks to months to live, definitely less than six months, which makes him appropriate for hospice care.
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
