Beulah is a 90-year-old woman placed on hospice with malignant neoplasm of the ovary. The patient has significant weight loss, ADL dependency, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is widowed. She has a KPS score of 50% currently. The patient is sleeping about 8 to 10 hours a day. She has decided against any kind of chemo or radiation therapy at this time. Given her advanced age, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, her anemia and the patient’s debilitation as well as recent history of chemotherapy induced anemia, it has been decided to proceed with hospice care at this time. The patient’s BMI is 20. The patient has total protein of 5.4 with albumin of 3.3. Also, recent PET scan showed evidence of liver disease in the abdomen and abdominal mesenteric metastatic disease stage IV. The patient is no longer a candidate nor interested in the chemo or radiation therapy; hence, hospice is the best option. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
