The patient is being recertified for hospice at this time with history of lung cancer. She is an 81-year-old. The lung cancer involves the right upper lobe associated with shortness of breath, weight loss, protein-calorie malnutrition, and O2 dependency. She lives alone, but her son lives just two minutes away. The patient is ADL dependent, requires help around the clock, requires turning around the clock and has decreased appetite; eats very little. She has a KPS score of 40%, requires both long and short-acting medication to control her pain. Given the natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live; hence, remains hospice appropriate. She is ADL dependent and has bowel and bladder incontinence.
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
