HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Huff is an 80-year-old woman, very active, still able to drive. She is originally from Hotchkiss in Galveston, Texas. She was a nurse’s aide at the hospital in Galveston for years.

On or about May of this year, she suffered a myocardial infarction, had a stent placed in her widowmaker (left anterior descending); since then, has been doing quite well, has had no chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, hematemesis, hematochezia, seizure or convulsion.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Coreg 12.5 mg twice a day, Lasix 40 mg a day, lisinopril 10 mg a day, aspirin 81 mg a day, and Brilinta 90 mg a day.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She used to smoke and drink, but she does not do that anymore. She is divorced. She is single. She has two biological kids, but she has 26 kids that are foster kids and she has taken care of in the past.
FAMILY HISTORY: Extensive history of coronary artery disease and heart attacks.
The patient is ADL independent. She does not have any bowel or bladder incontinence. She has nitroglycerin, but she rarely takes it. She is taking care of her sister Roberto Jenkins who is dying of some kind of stroke after she was in the hospital for two months.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: She is alert, she is awake at the time of examination.

VITAL SIGNS: O2 sat 100%. Pulse 82. Respirations 18. Blood pressure 130/70.

HEENT: Oral mucosa without any lesion.

NECK: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: No rash.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: An 80-year-old woman with history of coronary artery disease status post cardiac stent placement, on Brilinta and aspirin, doing quite well.

She is not having any symptoms of congestive heart failure. She is alert. She is awake. She is doing quite well taking care of herself and her sister. She is able to drive and she would like to be evaluated for provider services which we would pass that on. She has no PND, orthopnea or unstable angina type symptoms.
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
