This is a 68-year-old woman with weight loss, recent hospitalization on September 30, 2024 through October 3, 2024, with possible liver disease, now has developed mild ascites. The patient has been moved out of her house because of the recent storms in Houston, Texas, lives at Crowne Plaza, Room# 209. She is currently on hospice, has protein-calorie malnutrition. Also, has a history of asthma and COPD.
The folks at the hospital had told her that the protein-calorie malnutrition maybe very much related to her liver disease and the fact that she is not able to assimilate and gain weight. She has a history of ETOH use and more workup is pending regarding the cause of her liver disease.
Meanwhile, she continues to lose weight. She is short of breath with activity. She is in pain. She has a KPS score of 40%. Her O2 sats hovering at 91% on room air. The patient has issues with bowel and bladder incontinence and also suffers from hypertension, asthma, COPD along with her weight loss and anxiety. Given the progression of her disease. she most likely has less than six months to live. We are standing by for the better idea as to cause of her weight loss and whether or not the liver disease is contributing to her problems.
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
