This is a 61-year-old gentleman with history of congestive heart failure, COPD, cor pulmonale, sleep apnea, and O2 dependence. His O2 sat today was 92% at 4 L.
He has been hospitalized twice in the past two to four weeks because of congestive heart failure. The patient has lost over 50 pounds. He is able to lie semi-flat now. He was never able to lie flat before. His appetite has been diminished. He is confused because of hypoxemia. The patient is on high dose of diuretics to keep him from developing pedal edema, also has renal insufficiency, sleep apnea as I mentioned and morbid obesity. His KPS score is at 40%. He is ADL dependent and wears a diaper because he is not able to get to the bathroom at this time. Overall prognosis is poor. Given the natural progression of his disease, he most likely has less than six months to live.
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
