Ms. Sanders was seen for face-to-face evaluation today.

The patient was found to be short of breath. The patient is coughing. She is having wheezing and rales bilaterally. She is bringing up dark sputum. She is 60 years old. She has end-stage COPD, cor pulmonale, pulmonary hypertension, weight loss, ADL dependence, and bowel and bladder incontinence. The patient is in bed with the head of the bed elevated. Her KPS score is 40%. Her O2 sat holding at 94% on room air with a pulse of 100.
The patient was started on Medrol Dosepak, Z-PAK and Phenergan DM to help control her cough. The patient was also placed on oxygen at 2 L even though her O2 sat is stable. Hopefully, this will make her more comfortable, so she can lie flat and get some rest.
She eats very little. She has a KPS score of 40%. Obviously, given the natural progression of her disease, she has less than six moths to live at this time. She has pedal edema related to pulmonary hypertension and cor pulmonale. Findings were discussed with the medical director with a copy of this letter and through the DON today after the patient’s face-to-face visit.
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
