Joyce is a 69-year-old woman currently on hospice with COPD. The patient has cor pulmonale, uses nebulizer treatment, has oxygen available, but she is not using at this time. She is ADL dependent, bowel and bladder incontinent, uses Pull-ups. She has very little appetite. She has lost about 5 pounds in the past month.
The patient was recently started on diuretics to help with her cor pulmonale and the symptoms of cor pulmonale.
The patient has child-like appetite. Her anxiousness is improved with the new anxiolytics and the patient would like to receive her Trelegy or some kind of steroid inhaler because overall she feels like she did so much better when she was taking something on regular basis.
For this reason, this was communicated with the DON and to start the patient on Trelegy or Symbicort ASAP, which we will get started right away. Also, a copy of my findings during the face-to-face will be shared with the medical director via copy of this note. Given the patient’s advanced disease and natural progression of her disease, she most likely has less than six months to live.
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
