She has developed a stage II decubitus ulcer about her sacrum consistent with protein-calorie malnutrition and her diagnosis of senile degeneration of the brain.
She has a KPS score of 40%. She eats very little. She has had couple of bouts of urinary tract infections recently. Decreased mentation, ADL dependence, UTIs, and incontinence consistent with the patient’s end-stage senile degeneration of the brain. Given the natural progression of her disease, the patient most likely has less than six months to live. By the way, her words are unintelligible and the caretaker Angela also tells me that she is not able to lie flat and found mostly in the fetal position when they have to change her. She does not have a Foley catheter and does not have _______ her O2 sat is stable at 92%, but she does wear a diaper as I mentioned.
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
