HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with mother with bilateral ear drainage and complaining of cough and congestion for the last two days. No fever, body aches, or chills noted. The patient has been eating appropriately and playing.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Throat dilation and tubes in the ears that mother states have fallen out two months ago.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is awake and alert, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Eyes: Pupils are equal, round, and reactive to light. Ears: Bilateral ears with moderate amount of cerumen noted. Appropriate light reflex. No erythema. No tympanic membrane bulging and the holes have closed. Tympanic membranes are intact. Nose has clear rhinorrhea. Throat has mild erythema.
NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

SKIN: Without rashes or lesions.

ASSESSMENT: Upper respiratory viral infection, cough, and postnasal drip.

PLAN: For treatment, we will treat with Bromfed. The patient advised to follow up as needed.
