He has been taking his Tylenol per the mother. No complications were noted in surgery.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Appendectomy.
ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No reports of secondhand smoke exposure in the house.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL APPEARANCE: The patient is alert and oriented x 3, no acute distress noted.

EENT: Within normal limits.

NECK: Supple with no thyroid enlargement.

RESPIRATORY: Clear breath sounds.
CARDIOVASCULAR: Regular rate and rhythm.

ABDOMEN: Noted three incisions filled with glue. No erythema. No edema. Mild tenderness to palpation. No leaking noted.
EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion.

ASSESSMENT: Postoperative pain.

PLAN: Advised mother that if the patient can walk, needs to walk and follow the surgeon’s instructions. We will give him a note for school today, but he needs to go to school tomorrow because movement is important for the peristalsis of the small and large intestines, to prevent small bowel obstruction. The patient understood and was discharged in stable care.
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
