HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: Mr. Mauldin is a very nice 54-year-old gentleman, very conscientious regarding his diabetes. His blood sugar is 140. Last A1c 6.5. He has an insulin pump. He was using an insulin pump on his right thigh. He got into some kind of car issue, had to climb under a Jeep in Utah where he was doing some jeeping and subsequently after that developed redness, heat, and low-grade cellulitis at the injection site on his right thigh; he is now here for treatment.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and diabetes.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: No recent surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Insulin pump, losartan and Januvia.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN, but had taken Keflex in the past.
COVID IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.
MAINTENANCE EXAM: Colonoscopy is up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He drinks very little. He does not smoke. He does not use drugs.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: His blood sugar was 140 today. No nausea. No vomiting. No hematemesis. No hematochezia. No sign of overwhelming infection and/or ketoacidosis.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake. He is in no distress.
VITAL SIGNS: Weight 169 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 86. Blood pressure 129/80.

NECK: No JVD.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

SKIN: Low-grade cellulitis right thigh.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Cellulitis right thigh.

2. Keflex 500 mg two p.o. b.i.d.

3. I made sure the patient can take Keflex in face of having allergy to PENICILLIN since there is a small, small chance of cross-reactivity.
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4. Diabetes, well controlled.

5. Blood sugar is excellent.

6. Lab work is up-to-date.

7. He has had colonoscopy, echocardiogram and workup in the past regarding his diabetes in the past.

8. If he develops fever, chills, and does not respond to treatment, he will return promptly.
