The patient was seen by Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Leonard is a 61-year-old African American male who has been living with his wife reported that his wife died two days ago in a hospital and he is right now alone and was not consistent with the compliance of the medication. He is living with his son. I felt sorry about his loss and encouraged that it is hard to replace it but he has to take it easy go to the church program to discuss the grieving process and work on his difficulties but at the same time he should not stop taking his medication otherwise he may end up in hospital. The patient has history of schizophrenia chronic also on Seroquel 300 mg at bedtime, trazodone 150 mg at bedtime, fluphenazine 2.5 mg twice a day, lamotrigine 25 mg b.i.d., and melatonin 10 mg daily. I further explained risk and benefit of the medication since medication has been effective and working it was encouraged to continue with the same. Also discussed that he should go to the church program to get over the loss due to death of his wife.
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
