The patient was seen by Doxy. The patient has consented for telehealth appointment.

SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Florence is a 62-year-old single Caucasian female who has been in treatment for dialysis due to chronic kidney disease. She is living with her both parents. Recently, her father was in hospital therefore she was providing care to the home and also was cooking but she believes that she is doing all right. She denies any depression, anxiety, mood swings, any suicidal or homicidal thoughts. She described that dialysis place her relationship is not as much. I further discussed that this fear of anxiety and paranoia at dialysis could be part of her interaction with the staff, however, it was further explained that it is safe nobody is going to hurt her, nobody is going to harass her, and it is just a part of her anxiety to which she agreed. I also explained her that the protective service staff has called me for her competency and I do not feel that patient is not incompetent and she can make her decision but currently Florence described that she has been feeling better and she does not have anxiety as it was before and the problem is resolved. The patient has been recovering from breast cancer and bilateral mastectomy was done. She also is having history of hyperparathyroidism. Currently, she is on maintenance medication for her cancer and has been following with the cancer physician. The patient denies any side effect. She was alert and oriented. Her mood was euthymic. Affect was pleasant. Speech was clear. There was no suicidal thought. No auditory or visual hallucinations or any persecutory feeling. There was no involuntary movement. Her AIMS score was 0. There was no akathisia, tremor, dyskinesia, or dystonia. The patient is on Zoloft 100 mg daily, olanzapine 10 mg at bedtime, and oxcarbazepine 300 mg at bedtime. A 30-day supply was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effect are explained. The patient verbal consent was obtained. Follow appointment was given in 30 days.
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
