SUBJECTIVE & OBJECTIVE DATA: Maurie is a 51-year-old female who has been living with her daughter. The patient has been working as a supervisor in a nursing home. The patient has been in treatment for depression, anxiety, and having difficulty to focus for which she has been taking Focalin XR 10 mg daily. She described the combination of medication has been helping her a lot, the medication helped to focus and improve her productivity at work. Depression has gone since she is taking Trintellex 10 mg daily. Today, she described that she has been suffering from bad allergies, runny nose, itchy nose, and she is taking rest does not want to go back to the work. The patient was encouraged to discuss with her primary care physician and get appropriate treatment and try to follow the recommendation. The patient agreed. The patient has been cooperative and appropriate. There were no suicidal thoughts. No symptoms of hallucination or delusion. She described that she is making good improvement.

ASSESSMENT: Major depressive disorder improving and attention deficit disorder.

PLAN: Continue with the Focalin XR 10 mg morning and noon and Trintellex 10 mg daily. 30 days medication was ordered. Risk, benefits, and side effects were explained. Verbal consent was obtained.
