William Deedler continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSIS:

1. Hypogonadism.

2. Hyperlipidemia.

3. Hypertension.

4. Gastroesophageal reflux.

Current Medications: AndroGel 1.62% two pumps three times per week, metformin 500 mg twice daily, and Zepbound 2.5 mg weekly.

On this visit, his blood sugars were satisfactory and he had no specific complaints otherwise.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 118/72, weight 225 pounds, and BMI is 32.3. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent hemoglobin A1c is 5.4%, normal. Other lab tests include trough serum testosterone 153, low, hematocrit 47.1, LDL 70, HDL 41, triglycerides 217, and liver function test normal.

IMPRESSION: Hypogonadism, on replacement therapy with testosterone, hypertension, anxiety, and dyslipidemia.

I have made no changes to his current program. I have asked him to return for followup in four months.
