Lora Wiedmayer continues to follow in the office.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.15 mg, four days per week, calcium, vitamins, and fish oil 1200 mg per day.
On this visit, there were no major complaints relative to the thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 104/62, weight 131 pounds, and BMI is 21.5. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was otherwise grossly intact.

Recent lab studies are satisfactory with a TSH of 0.89 and free T4 1.57.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis, well compensated on the current dosage of thyroid hormone. She also has dyslipidemia.

I may continue the same program with recheck of her thyroid function in one year.
