Suzanne Diedrick was seen for followup.

PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Subacute thyroiditis in 2019.

Current Medications: Levoxyl 0.05 mg daily and vitamin D.

On this visit, there were no major complaints and specifically no symptoms attributable to her thyroid.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/80, weight 137 pounds, and BMI is 23.

Lab studies are satisfactory with TSH 2.5 and vitamin D 32.5.

IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis with small goiter, well compensated on her current dose of levothyroxine and mild hypovitaminosis D, corrected with vitamin D replacement.

I recommend no change of the current program and a routine followup for her thyroid in September 2025.
