Thank you for this referral.

This 25-year-old male comes here for evaluation. He does not smoke or drink. The patient has several teeth that needs a removal because of chronic abscess but his latest PT and INR was slightly elevated that is why he is here.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient has neuronal migration disorder, which left him with some physical disability. He has one finger missing from right hand. Also, he has some atrophy of right biceps. His right ear is smaller. He does have intellectual ability slightly impaired. The patient had two teeth pulled in 2019 when according to mother he bled significantly that is the reason for this referral.

The patient is on amoxicillin and hydrocodone on p.r.n. basis.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: As noted neuronal migration disorder.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 11 inches tall, weighing 158 pounds, blood pressure 110/69.

HEENT: His forehead appears slightly bigger and eyes shows divergent squint.

Neck: No lymph node felt in the neck.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Again right hand had four fingers.
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LABS: His lab that he brought showed PT of 12.4, however, INR was normal at 1.1 and PTT was normal at 27. His CBC was also normal and platelet count was 206.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Neuronal migration disorder.

2. Past history of bleeding when teeth were extracted.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and get comprehensive evaluation for bleeding disorder once available we will send you a copy of lab results along with what precautions we can take for this procedure of extraction.
